•  Open enrollment period: Typically, there’s an annual open enrollment period during which individuals can enroll in or   
 change their health insurance plan for the upcoming year. Outside of this period, enrollment is generally only allowed   
 under special circumstances. Special circumstances include losing other coverage or experiencing a major life event.

•  Consumer protections: The marketplace ensures certain consumer protections, such as prohibiting insurers from  
 denying coverage based on pre-existing conditions or charging higher premiums based on health status. 

•   Healthcare.gov: This is the website for the federally facilitated marketplace where individuals can shop for and enroll in  
health insurance plans. Healthcare.gov will redirect people to state-based marketplaces if applicable. It provides tools 
and resources to help consumers understand their options and make informed decisions. It also will tell people if they 
qualify for Medicaid based on the information provided.
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
